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Notice of Race 

2005 Open Dutch Championship Cadet Class

 5 - 7 May 2005

1. Venue 

The 2005 Open Dutch Championship Cadet Class will be held from 5 to 7 May 2005 on the lake Braassemermeer in Roelofarendsveen, The Netherlands.   

In combination with this Championship the Open Dutch Championship for the Solo Class will be sailed at the same location.

2. Organising Authority

The Open Dutch Championship is held under the authority of the Watersportverbond (Royal Netherlands Yachting Union). The regatta is organised by the Yacht Club Braassemermeer in cooperation with the Dutch Cadet Class Association (NCKO) and the Royal Netherlands Yachting Union.
3. Rules

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) and the prescriptions of the Royal Netherlands Yachting Union to the RRS. The Rules for Championships Sailing and Boardsailing of the Royal Netherlands Yachting Union will apply. 

4. Eligibility

Only boats for which the signed entry form and entry fee have been received are allowed to compete. Each boat entered shall have a valid measurement certificate as required by her National Authority. All boats shall race under the sail number indicated on the measurement certificate and entry form. 

5. Entries and Entry Fee 

Entries for the Open Dutch Championship shall be made to the Dutch Cadet Class Association NCKO prior to 27 April 2005 by sending the completed entry form to:

The entry fee is EUR 72.50 per boat, payable to the Dutch Cadet Class Association NCKO, bank account: 49.06.50.155 with the ABN/Amro bank in Leiden, The Netherlands. Please add the reference “ONK Cadet” and your sail number to your money transfer order.

An entry fee of EUR 92.50 will be charged to boats for which the entry form has been received after the closing date indicated in this paragraph.

6. Registration and sailing instructions

All competitors shall report to the Regatta Office on Thursday 5 May 2005 prior to the start of the first race for registration and collection of the Sailing Instructions. The Regatta Office is located on the first floor in the clubhouse of the Yacht Club Braassemermeer. The Regatta Office will be open on all racing days from 08:30 to 18:00 hours.

7. Measurement

There is no measurement of competing boats scheduled prior to the start of the regatta. During the regatta a check on conformity with class rules, including measurement requirements, may be performed at all times.

8. Schedule of races

A total of ten races have been scheduled as follows:

Saturday 7 May

Race 8


warning signal for Solo Class 09:55




start Cadet 10 minutes after valid start of Solo class

Race 9


as soon as possible after finish of race 8

Race 10

as soon as possible after finish of race 9

A lunch break ashore may take place between races. Such break will be signalled on the finishing vessel.

If a race is postponed it will be re-sailed at the first available opportunity under the restriction that no more than 5 races will be sailed per day and that no warning signal will be given after 15:00 hrs on Saturday 7 May.

9. Course

The course will be an up-wind down-wind course with an extra triangular leg and up-wind finish.

10. Scoring

The Low Point Scoring System of RRS Appendix A will apply. Ten races are scheduled, of which at least four must be completed to constitute a valid Championship. If five or more races are completed, a boat’s overall series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score. For the scoring each boat entered will be considered as started.

11. Prizes

The overall winning boat will acquire (provided that the series is valid) the title “2005 Open Dutch Champion Cadet Class” and will be awarded the ribbon and medal from the Royal Netherlands Yachting Union.

Prizes will be awarded to the boats ranked first, second and third in the final results of the series. If more than 30 boats have entered their registration form by the closing date, one extra price per 10 entries will be awarded.

A number of special prizes and trophies will be awarded by the Dutch Cadet Class Association based on the final results of the series:

Challenge trophies:

· Wooden Cadet (best female team)

· Golden tiller (champion)

· Champions ribbon (champion)

· Golden Centerboard (boat scoring the middle ranking plus 1)

Extra prizes:

· Youngest crew

· Youngest helmsman

· Youngest team

· Bad luck prize

· Boobyprize

12. Liability and insurance 

Participants compete at their own risk and responsibility. The Royal Netherlands Yachting Union, the Yacht Club Braassemermeer and their members, the Race Committee, the Dutch Cadet Class Association or any other party involved in the organization of the regatta cannot be held responsible for any personal or material damage (including but not limited to death, injury, consequential losses) sustained prior to, during or after the races.

Each boat entered shall have a third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of EUR 680,000.-- per event or the equivalent in the currency of the country of registration of the boat.
